
PLAYER ATTIRE


Players shall present a neat appearance in both clothing and personal grooming. Jeans, shorts and collarless shirts are not allowed Monday qualifying, playing practice rounds, using practice facilities, playing competitive rounds and attending Tour social functions. No hats, sandals or sneakers.


The professional is responsible for their caddy’s appearance. Shorts are permitted and collared shirts are required. Shoes are mandatory, but NO spikes.





PAIRING PROCEDURES


First and second round pairings are grouped based on the OFFICIAL TOUR MONEY LIST. The actual groupings are established by the computer. Tee times are available after 5:00pm on Tuesday.


No requests will be taken for tee times.





STARTING TIMES


Pairings and starting times for the first and second rounds will be posted at the following locations after 5:00pm on Tuesday: NGA Tour Trailer, Pro Shop/Club House and Host Hotel.


Starting times for the third and final rounds will be available approximately one half hour after the completion of play for the second and third rounds respectively. Times may be acquired by calling the Pro Shop/Club House, Host Hotel and the NGA Tour Trailer information Board and our website at � HYPERLINK "http://www.hooterstour.com" ��www.hooterstour.com�. Times for the third and final rounds will be based on results from the prior rounds.





RANGE HOURS


Range hours will vary at each tournament. The range will open one hour prior to the first tee time during tournament play. The range may be temporarily closed for additional picking and Junior Clinics during the week. Players must cooperate with the closing hours of the range so balls may be picked, cleaned and readied for the next day. Due to the restricted nature of some facilities, the length and width of the range may dictate the use of IRONS ONLY or a small number of hitting areas.





SUSPENSION AND DELAYS


Suspension of Play: several short intermittent blasts from a horn or siren.


Suspension Due to Immediate Danger: One (1) continuous blast from a horn or siren.


Resume Play: Two (2) intermittent blasts from a horn or siren. 


All practice areas are closed during a suspension of play. 





DISCIPLINE, PENALTIES AND APPEALS


Any player and/or his caddy that shall be deemed guilty of conduct unbecoming a Golf Professional while participating on the NGA Hooters Tour or activities related thereto shall be subject to a fine or suspension from tournament play. 


The NGA Hooters Tour Committee is authorized to impose penalties from a minimum fine of $50 to a maximum fine of $500 for the first offense and suspension from tournament play for the second offense. Players observing conduct unbecoming a Golf Professional by a fellow competitor, not necessarily within his grouping, should report such action to a tournament official. 


Appeals of disciplinary action shall be in writing and may include defenses of mitigating circumstances, including written statements of witnesses. Appeals must be received by the Tournament Committee within two (2) days after notice of such disciplinary action is given to the player.





PRACTICE GUIDELINES


The golf course will be available for practice beginning approximately one (1) hour after the last tee time of the local qualifier. Play may be limited due to weather and course conditions and special activities such as Pro Ams and Shoot-Outs. 


Players should not hit more than one ball to greens or off tees during practice rounds. Groups are to be limited to foursomes. Violators will be fined by the Tour.





EIGHTY – SIX (86) RULE 


Any player posting a score of 86 or higher in the first round of competition will be withdrawn from that event without refund. 








NGA HOOTERS TOUR POLICIES & PROCEDURES


Successful MONDAY qualifiers need to pay the remainder of the entry fee by 3:00 pm the day after the qualifier. The entry fee must be paid in the Tour Trailer by Money Order, Cashier’s Check or Cash. A player may pay by VISA/MasterCard by calling the Tour Office at 1-800-992-8748. After 3:00 pm, a player’s spot will be forfeited if payment is not received.
